Day 1 | Arrival in Tbilisi / 1st Overnight in Tbilisi.

•  Sulphur Bath Houses: Iconic dome-roofed bathhouses known for their healing hot sulphur 
waters—an authentic Tbilisi experience. 

 
• Metekhi Church: A historic church perched above the Mtkvari River, symbolizing Georgia’s 
deep Christian heritage. 

 
• Kote Abkhazi Street: A charming cobblestone street full of souvenir shops, cafés, and 
authentic Georgian vibes. 

 
• Shardeni Street: A lively street lined with bars, restaurants, and art galleries—perfect for a 
cultural evening out. 

 
•  Love Bridge: A romantic spot decorated with love locks, symbolizing everlasting love and 
connection. 

 

          📅 Day 2 | Tbilisi- Diamond bridge – Tbilisi / 2st Overnight in Tbilisi. 
Diamond bridge. Embark on a journey to the heart of Southern Georgia, where adventure and 
unparalleled natural beauty converge at the Diamond Bridge in Dashbashi Canyon. Located a 

mere two hours from the bustling capital of Tbilisi, this architectural marvel invites thrill-
seekers and nature enthusiasts alike to experience the grandeur of Georgia in a way like never 
before.Stretching 240 meters (787 feet) across and suspended 280 meters (919 feet) above the 



   

 

canyon floor, the Diamond Bridge is a testament to engineering ingenuity and aesthetic 
precision. But this is no ordinary bridge. At its center, a multi-level bar crafted in the shape of a 
diamond dangles over the canyon, offering a space for visitors to unwind with a drink in hand, 
surrounded by panoramic views that are nothing short of mesmerizing. 

             Day 3 | Borjomi city tour- Gudauri / 3th Overnight in Gudauri 

 

Depart from Gudauri and drive to Borjomi, a picturesque resort town in central Georgia, 

famous for its natural mineral waters, lush landscapes, and therapeutic spas, nestled in the 

Borjomi Gorge of the Lesser Caucasus Mountains. 

Highlights in Borjomi: 

1. Borjomi Mineral Water – Taste the world-famous volcanic mineral water directly 

from the springs in Borjomi Central Park, renowned for its health benefits. 

2. Borjomi Central Park – Stroll along historic walking paths, enjoy fountains, take a cable 

car ride, and explore forest trails leading to the Sulphur Pools for warm mineral baths. 

3. Romanov Palace (Likani Palace) – Built in the 1890s for Tsar Nicholas II, this 

architectural gem blends European and Oriental styles, set beside the scenic Mtkvari 

River. 

4. Borjomi-Kharagauli National Park – One of Georgia’s largest national parks, offering 

hiking, camping, wildlife watching, and panoramic vistas for nature lovers. 

5. Borjomi Sulphur Baths – Relax in natural warm baths surrounded by serene forest 

scenery, perfect for wellness and rejuvenation. 
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. Day 4 | Gudauri – Gergeti – Kazbegi / 4th Overnight in Gudauri 

 

Gergeti Trinity Church is one of Georgia’s most iconic and spiritually significant landmarks. 
Built in the 14th century, it stands majestically at an altitude of 2,170 meters (7,119 feet) on 
the right bank of the Chkheri River, under the shadow of Mount Kazbek, one of the highest 
peaks in the Caucasus. 

Constructed from locally sourced stone in traditional Georgian style, the church’s simple yet 
powerful design has withstood centuries of natural and historical challenges. Its hilltop location 
offers 360-degree panoramic views of the Greater Caucasus Mountains, making it not only a 
place of worship but also a symbol of resilience and national pride. 

Historically, Gergeti Trinity Church served as a safe haven for sacred treasures, including 
religious relics from Mtskheta, during times of invasion. Today, it remains an active site of 
worship and pilgrimage, attracting visitors from around the world who come for its spiritual 
ambiance and breathtaking scenery. 

 
            
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



   

 

 
 
 
 
 
          Day 5 : Gudauri– Prometheus cave - Batumi / 5th overnight in Batumi 

 

             Kutaisi – Prometheus Cave: A Day of Natural Wonders 

Upon arriving in Kutaisi, enjoy a traditional Georgian lunch (optional) before heading 20 km 
outside the city to Prometheus Cave, also known as Kumistavi Cave. Stretching over 1,600 
meters, the cave is a natural masterpiece adorned with stalactites, stalagmites, underground 
rivers, and tranquil lakes, enhanced by vibrant colored lighting for a fairytale-like 
ambiance.Visitors can choose a walking tour along the well-lit 1.6 km path to admire the 
dramatic formations or a boat ride along the underground river, gliding silently through 
mysterious tunnels. 

 

 
After exploring the cave, experience the lush green canyons and emerald rivers, including a 
boat ride along the deep-green waters surrounded by towering limestone cliffs—a perfect mix 
of adventure and relaxation.Visitors can embark on a walking tour along a well-lit 1.6 km 
route, weaving through grand halls and tunnels adorned with natural sculptures that resemble 
frozen waterfalls, curtains, and sparkling crystals. For those seeking an even more magical 
experience, an underground boat ride is available. Gliding silently along the hidden river, you 
drift beneath dramatic arches and through mysterious passageways, where every turn reveals 
another spellbinding natural creation. The atmosphere inside the cave is calm, cool, and 
otherworldly— perfect for those wishing to lose themselves in nature’s artistry. 

 



   

 

After emerging from the cave, the adventure continues with a visit to the lush green canyons 
and emerald rivers that surround the area. Here, nature unveils another facet of its beauty: 
towering limestone cliffs rise majestically above the waters, while deep-green rivers shimmer 
below, inviting visitors to immerse themselves in the tranquility of the setting. For a more 
active experience, take part in a boat ride through the canyons, where the stillness of the 
waters contrasts beautifully with the dramatic rock walls and cascading greenery. The ride 
offers moments of both adventure and serenity, allowing you to fully connect with the raw, 
unspoiled charm of western Georgia’s landscapes. 

 

Day 6: BATUMI city tour / 6rd overnight in BATUMI 

 

Batumi City Tour – Highlights 

● Europe Square & Medea Monument – Central square surrounded by elegant 

architecture, with the golden Medea statue holding the Golden Fleece, 

symbolizing Georgia’s ancient heritage. 

● Batumi Boulevard – Palm-lined seaside promenade with fountains, sculptures, cafés, 

and stunning Black Sea views. 

● Ali & Nino Sculpture – Moving metal statues symbolizing eternal love, merging and 

separating in a poetic motion. 

● Alphabet Tower – 130-meter landmark featuring the Georgian alphabet, 

offering panoramic city and sea views. 

● Astronomical Clock – Decorative clock showing time, sun position, moon phases, and 

zodiac signs. 

● Piazza Square – Italian-style square with cafés, live music, mosaics, and a charming 

European vibe. 

● Fountain of Neptune – Ornate sea god monument, a symbol of Batumi’s maritime 

connection. 

● Batumi Sea Port – Waterfront area with ship views, boat rides, and scenic evening 

walks.

📍Mtskheta – The Spiritual Soul of Georgia 

Next, you’ll head to Mtskheta, one of the oldest continuously inhabited cities in the world and 

the spiritual heart of Georgia. Once the ancient capital of the Kingdom of Iberia (3rd century BC 

to 5th century AD), Mtskheta is a UNESCO World Heritage Site and a cradle of Georgian 

Christianity. 

Nestled at the confluence of the Aragvi and Mtkvari rivers, Mtskheta is steeped in millennia of 

history, with winding streets, sacred cathedrals, and views that reflect Georgia’s rich cultural 

and religious legacy. 

           📍 Jvari Monastery – Where Heaven Meets Earth 

Conclude your day with a visit to Jvari Monastery, a 6th-century architectural gem perched 

atop a hill overlooking Mtskheta. Known as the “Monastery of the Cross,” it marks the site 

where Saint Nino erected a wooden cross, symbolizing Georgia’s conversion to Christianity. 

From this vantage point, enjoy breathtaking panoramic views of the confluence of the Aragvi 

and Mtkvari rivers and the historic town of Mtskheta below. The monastery’s weathered stones 

and serene surroundings evoke a deep sense of spirituality, offering a perfect blend of history, 

culture, and natural beauty.
