Day 1: Airport / Pinnawala / Kandy (130 KM / Approx. 03 HR) 
Arrival at Colombo International Airport.  
Transfer to Kandy 

En-route Visit Pinnawala Elephant Orphanage, Elephant Riding & Bathing 
Pinnawala Elephant Orphanage is a sanctuary in Sri Lanka dedicated to the care and conservation of 
orphaned and injured elephants. Visitors can witness the elephants' daily routines, including feeding 
sessions and river bathing. The orphanage offers interactive experiences such as bottle-feeding baby 
elephants and assisting in their bath time. These activities provide a unique opportunity to connect 
with these gentle giants and learn about their conservation efforts.

Day 2: Kandy 
Breakfast at Hotel 

Visit Temple of The Tooth Relic, Kandy Lake, View Point 
The Temple of the Tooth Relic in Kandy, Sri Lanka, is one of the most sacred Buddhist sites in the world, 
housing the revered Tooth Relic of Lord Buddha. Situated by the serene Kandy Lake, the temple offers 
a tranquil and spiritual atmosphere. Visitors can explore its stunning architecture, ancient murals, and 
precious artifacts. A nearby viewpoint offers breathtaking panoramic views of the lake and city, making 
it a perfect spot for reflection and photography, especially at sunset. 
 

 

Peradeniya Botanical Garden 
Peradeniya is situated about 5.5 km to the west from the city of Kandy in the Central Province of Sri 
Lanka.and attracts 1.2 million visitors annually, It is renowned for its collection of a variety of orchids. It 
includes more than 300 varieties of orchids, spices, medicinal plants and palm trees. Attached to it is 
the National Herbarium 

 

Gem Museum, Cultural Show 
The Gem Museum in Sri Lanka showcases the country’s renowned gemstone heritage, featuring 
exquisite collections of sapphires, rubies, and other precious stones. Visitors can learn about the gem 
mining and cutting process. The Cultural Show offers a vibrant display of traditional Sri Lankan dance, 
music, and customs, enhancing the experience.

Day 3: Kandy / Nuwara Eliya (85 KM / Approx. 02 HR & 40 MIN) 
Breakfast at Hotel 
After Breakfast Transfer to Nuwara Eliya  

Visit Hanuman Temple 
Visit Sri Baktha Hanuman Temple, Ramboda. The Ramboda area is believed  
to be an area where Rama’s forces were gathered against Ravana. RamPadai  
means Rama’s Force. The hills of Ramboda is also believed where Hanuman was  
searching for Sitadevi. The Chinmaya mission of Sri Lanka has built an Anjaneyar  
temple with Hanuman as the presiding deity. This temple is called Sri Baktha  
Hanuman temple and the image of lord Hanuman here is 16 Feet tall.  
The service times at the Sri Baktha Hanuman Temple is between 7:00 am to 
 12:00 noon and again 3:30 to 6:30 p.m. 

Visit Ramboda Falls 
Ramboda Falls, located in the scenic Nuwara Eliya district of Sri Lanka, is a stunning  
109- meter waterfall. Nestled amidst lush greenery, it cascades down in two tiers,  
creating a mesmerizing sight. The falls are a popular tourist attraction, offering breathtaking views and 
a serene, peaceful environment.

Visit Nuwara Eliya Gregory Lake Park, Seetha Amman Temple, Colonial 
buildings  
Nuwara Eliya, the "city of lights," is the highest town in Sri Lanka and that means a break from the 
oppressive heat and humidity that surrounds the rest of the country. Situated at 
around 2000m above sea level and surrounded by lush tea plantations. Nuwara Eliya is the main hill 
resort of Sri Lanka and the heart of the tea industry. This city with an elevation of 6200 meters is the 
highest in Sri Lanka. Once a pleasure retreats of the European planters the town is still very much an 
English town with many English style bungalows and buildings. 

 

You can do 
boat rides at the Gregory’s lake and horse ride at the city upon your wish.

Ashok Watika (Haggala Garaden) 

Hakgala Botanical Gardens – this about 28hectares in extent, lie under the shadow of the Hakgala rock. 
The botanic gardens are locally reputed for their collection, the rose garden and magnificent trees, 

indoor plants and other flowers. And this is a part of the Raamayanaya. King Ravana kept the 
depressed Sita, insisting that she marries him. It was here where the heartwarming meeting took place 
between her and Hanuman, who brought her Rama’s ring with the news that Rama was looking for her. 
He offered to carry her back but she refused saying it would be an insult to Rama’s honor if she did so. 
Part of this majestic garden still exists. It is also said that Hanuman nearly destroyed it in order to prove 
to Ravana of the forces against him.

Day 4: Nuwara Eliya / Ella / Yala (115 KM / Approx. 03 HR & 20 MIN) 
Breakfast at Hotel Transfer to Yala 
En-route Visit 09 Arch Bridge 

Visit Nine Arch bridges – Demodara is a quaint and 

interesting railway station of Sri Lanka. This Bridge is 
situated 2 km away from Ella town along "Passara" road 
between "Ella" and "Demodara" Railway Stations. Built by 
the British in the early 20th century, the station and the 
Nine Arcs Bridge were engineering marvels of the day. This 
massive bridge is built entirely of solid rocks, bricks and 
cement without using a single piece of steel. The bridge 
was finally commissioned in 1921.

Evening Yala National Park Jeep Safari (1/2 Day) 
Yala National Park is situated in the south-east region of Sri Lanka and is the 2nd largest National Park 
in the island, situated some 300 km away from Colombo. It was at first established in the early 1890s 
as a game sanctuary. The park is located in the dry-zone region where the drought season is very long 
.The day time average temperature is over 30 degrees which is not uncommon in the region. The 
parkland makes up most of the reserve but also includes lakes, beaches, jungle, rivers and scrubland. 
This variety in habitats provides an excellent range in wildlife. The largest concentration of Leopards 
can be seen in this region though the chances of seeing this animal are very low, and the creature is 
said to be one of the most endangered species. About 32 species of mammals, 125 species of birds and 
many reptiles and lagoon fauna species have been recorded in the park. The Yala National Park is 
famous among visitors as the best place to view large mammals within one territory

Day 5: Yala / Galle / Bentota (220 KM / Approx. 03 HR & 30 MIN)

Bentota 

En-route Visit Galle Dutch Fort & International Cricket Stadium 
Basking on the southern coast of Sri Lanka in the bay of Galle, the Fort was first built by the Portuguese 
in 1588 before being extensively fortified by the Dutch in the mid 1600s. Recognized by UNESCO for its 
cultural heritage value, the Fort was declared a World Heritage Site in 1988 as a unique exposition of 
"an urban ensemble which illustrates the interaction of European architecture and South Asian 
traditions from the 16th to the 19th centuries.

Visit Madu River Journey 
Maadu Ganga flows across Balapitiya (approx 80kms down south of Colombo) and is one of the 
unspoiled attractions any nature lover can find in Sri Lanka.
